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Course Description

This course provides an introduction to the study of international relations.  It covers several approaches to and issues in the field, including theories of international politics, war, nuclear weapons, terrorism, trade, finance, globalization, international law and human rights, and the environment.
Course Requirements

Students are required to attend all lectures—attendance is mandatory—complete all assigned readings, participate actively in weekly discussion sections, and take three examinations (two mid-terms and a final).
A. Required Reading

B. Grading

Grades are based on two mid-terms (25% each), a final (40%) and section participation (10%).  The examinations will evaluate students’ knowledge and understanding of the lectures, readings, and movies.
